Citing a slight decrease in the tourism growth rate for this
year, Prime Minister Kukrit Pramoj last month called for an
improvement in tourist-related services in Thailand.

The Prime Minister made the appeal in an address to a
meeting of the Association of Thai Agents at Dusit Thani Hotel.

M. R. Kukrit pledged he would “Personally support the tourist
industry with hight priority in accordance with my policy statement.”

Brushing aside gloomy predictions about a tourist growth, the
prime minister pointed out that official statistics showed that there
had never been a decrease in the annual number of tourists in the
past 15 years.

During the past 10 years up till 1973 the average rate of
increase was 20 per cent per annum. In the critical year of 1974 the
increase was 6.7 per cent and the figures for the first six months of
this year showed a rise of 7.9 per cent over the corresponding period
of last year.

The Prime Minister, quoting latest figures, said: Statistical
short- term forecasts show that if conditions in Thailand improve
during the remainder of this year, there should be an increase of
about 7 per cent; if conditions remain as they are there should be
an increase of about 5 per cent; and on pessimistic assumptions
there should be an increase of about 2 per cent in the number of
visitors.
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“Thus in 1975, Thailand will have more foreign tourists than in
previous years, though there will be a slight decrease in the growth
rate compared with 1974.”

The Prime Minister urged all associated with the tourist
industry, either directly or indirectly,” to put aside your doubts and
instead to carry on your businesses to the best of your knowledge
and ability: to increase your investments in tourism; to raise your
standards of service and to amplify your sales promotion
programmes.”

M.R. Kukrit said the Government would support the Tourist
Organization of Thailand or the new organization into which TOT
would be transformed, to enable it to promote tourism to Thailand
from wider market and to develop new tourist resorts as well as
enabling it to improve and supervise the standards of all services
related to the tourist industry.

“The standards in Thailand are generally high today, but

improvements are essential in competitive world tourism,” he said.

CONVENTIONS Missing the rising tide

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Conventions, the stock and trade of hotels in many of the
world’s great cities, remains primarily a sideline in Bangkok and
other Thai centres despite what most travel industry observers are
ideal attractions for medium size conferences and their fun-loving
delegates.

Explanations vary, with some industry spokesmen pointing the
finger at unaggresive and insuffient overseas promotion and others
conceding that uncertainity and misunderstanding over the country’s
political situation may make it difficult to get the waves of back- to-
back gatherings that make the convention business profitable.

And yet those most involved in the hotel, tour and travel trades
acknowledge that Thailand is ripe for rapid expansion in the field.

N.B. Viroj, Commerical Sales Manager at the Indra Regent, for
example, has this prediction:

“We expect a lot of inquires during 1976, but when the political
situation stabilizes, Bangkok will have a convention boom.”

The facilities are definitely availble; the latest Tourist
Organization of Thailand list shows 47 sites specially designed for
large meetings, ranging in size from about 50 up through 1,000, to
2,000 at Chulalongkorn University auditorium. Most are offered by
the country’s finest luxury hotels.

If Bangkok- along with Pattaya, Chaing Mai and Songkhla,
which also offer top facilities- has fallen behind Singapore, Manila,
Hongkong and even Jakarta in the battle for convention bookings,
observers feel there is still time for the Tourist Organization to get

out and sell obvious assets to gain a firm hold on the “fringe” market.
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These are the conventions that require top service but that are not
so big as to be unwieldy.

The “assets” that should be emphasised, according to industry
spokesmen, include Bangkok’s position as the crossroads of Asia’s
Airline routes, easily accessible from both Europe and the United
States. The city’s unchallenged position as one of the world’s great
nightlife towns, the low prices, shopping delights and the availability
of tours to the resort towns of Pattaya and Chiang Mai are others.
The things that have made Thailand a major tourist destination are
well- known, say travel spokesmen, and it's just a matter of
demonstrating that the same benefits make it an ideal convention

site.

The newly elected President of the Association of Thai Travel Agents
(ATTA) disclosed recently that ATTA is planning to launch a massive
campaign to attract more tourist to Chiang Mai. The new ATTA President
Mrs. Yaovalaksana Pangsapa who was elected to succeed Mr. Kusa
Punyarachun said during an interview with Thailand Travel Trade that the
association will recommend to the government that some international
flights should fly directly into Chaing Mai before flying into Bangkok. Mrs.
Pangsapa also said that ATTA will recommend to the government that
special flights to Bangkok with reduced air fare be arranged in order to
attract more tourists to Thailand.“We may lose some profit by reducing air
fares but more tourists will come to Thailand which also means more
income for the country,” she said.
Mrs. Pangsapa also said that the government must support Air Siam as
well as the state owned Thai International because Air Siam is becoming
a very popular carrier on Pacific routes.
The ATTA President disclosed that the reason ATTA did not participate in
the Tourist Organization of Thailand joint sales promotion which began in
Singapore and Kuala Lumpur last month was because ATTA had a limited
budget and also because it did not have enough time for preparation. “It
was the members’ decision not to participate in the promotion because
they felt that TOT has never really had a close relation with the association
and therefore does not know the real situation. We need to know about
one year in advance so we can make contacts with our agents abroad
before going on a sales trip” she said. Mrs. Pangsapa said that ATTA
hopes to work more closely with TOT in the future although it can not make

a financial contribution.

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There are some people who say that there has been a decrease
in the number of tourists. After having studied the official statistics, |
can say they, during the past 15 years, there has never been a
decrease in the annual number of tourist. And during the past ten years,
up to 1973, the average rate of increase was 20% per annum. In the
critical year of 1974, an increase of 6.7% was recorded in tourism to
Thailand. And this year, the figures for the first six months show that
there was an increase of 7.9% over the corresponding period of last
year in tourism by air. The statistical short-term forecasts prepared last
week show that, if the conditions in Thailand improve during the
remainder of this year, there should be an increase of about 7%: if the
conditions remain as they are, there should be an increase of about
5%, and on pessimistic assumptions there should be an increase of
about 2% in the number of visitors. | therefore believe that there is no

reason to fear that the number of tourists will drop this year, unless of
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course there occur some unforeseen global or internal disturbances by
which tourism in any country of the world will eventually suffer.

Thus in 1975, Thailand will have more foreign tourist than in
previous years, though there will be a slight decrease in the growth
rate compared with that of 1974. | therefore would urge all of you who
are connected with the tourist industry, either directly or indirectly, to
put aside your doubts and instead to carry on your businesses to the
best of your knowledge and ability: to increase your investments in
tourism; to rise your standards of services and to amplify your sales
promotion programmes. As for the government, we will support the
Tourist Organization of Thailand or the new organization into which
TOT will be transformed, to enable it to promote tourism to Thailand
from a wider market and to develop new tourist resorts, as well as
enabling it to improve and supervise the standards of all the services
related to the tourist industry. The standards in Thailand are in general
high today, but improvements are essential in the competitive world
tourism.

You play a vital role in the tourist industry and | would like you to
know that | am always interested to hear your problems. Whatever the
government and | can assist and promote. | will be only too glad to do.

Finally, | would like to stress that the external political changes
and the political evolution in the country should and will not reduce
tourism to Thailand: foreign tourism has increased and domestic
tourism continues to grow rapidly. Investments in tourism, you may be
interested to know, continue to increase. We do have enough hotel
rooms of international quality in Thailand to accommodate more foreign

tourists of varied income-levels, foreign tourists can safely enjoy their
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hotel accommodation, travel around the country and enjoy other
tourism services and facilities.

Thais are still welcoming foreign tourists with the traditional Thai
hospitality and friendliness, as in past years, and this Government will
continue its policies to promote tourism.

Thailand has a stable
structure-political, economic and social. The various activities which are
part of our newly developed democratic system, may be viewed as a
new step in the evolution towards the further progress and prosperity
of the country.

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THAILAND URGED TO REVIVE TOT

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THAI travel agents have demanded active involvement in all
decisions that will concern the proposed revamping and upgrading
of the Tourist Organization of Thialand. At the same time they
have urged the Thai government to go ahead with the plan, which
is currently under consideration by the Cabinet, to give the TOT
more power, more influence and a new name-the National Tourist
Authority of Thailand. These were the most important
developments to emerge from the Annual Convention of the
Association of Thailand Travel Agents, which was held here last
week. At the main business session of the convention, discussion
immediately centred on a proposed new law being drafted in
Thailand concerning the future of the TOT. Later, it was resolved
that ATTA’s committee should submit a proposal both to the TOT
and the Thai Government outlining the travel agents’ viewpoint on
planned changes in the constitution and role of the TOT.

This proposal will call for ATTA to be consulted “at every step”
along the line of the decision making process concerning the new
tourism law. In addition, Thai agents have requested that
representatives from the private sector of the travel industry be
allowed to participate in the drawing up of the new
regulations. Finally, ATTA’s proposal will urge the new TOT, or
National Tourist Authority, to provide more incentives for the
private sector and to increase co-operation within the industry as
a whole.Some 100 delegates from Thailand, as well as local Indian
participants, attened the convention which was the first ATTA had
ever staged outside Thailand.
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In her opening address, ATTA president Mrs. Yavalaksana Pangsapa

said that the developing countries of the world, including Thailand and
India, were witnessing “a revolution of aspirations”. Their people were
trying to accomplish in the space of a few years what industrialised
nations took centuries to achieve.

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Fight of the century

The prolonged dispute between Air Siam and Thai International has
got completely out of hand according to top travel executives in
Thailand.

Thailand Travel Trade in a special roving reporter servey, interviewed
five travel executives on what they thought about the present “cold war”
between the two Thai flag carriers. The executives made it quite clear
that for the sake of national interest and the future of tourism the two
airlines have to adopt a more friendly and positive stance towards each
other. In the past month newspapers have been carrying a number of
political advertisements paid for by Air Siam and THAI. The ads have
been using the media as an arena for bickering and bitter attack. For
the reactions, comments and opinions of the travel trade a TTT staffer
interviewed five executives on just how they felt after scanning the
newspapers during the last month. Kam Charturachinda CHAIRMAN of
Thailand’s PATA Chapter Kam Chaturachinda described the battle
royal between the two airlines as “washing your dirty linen in public”. “I
wonder if both Air Siam and Thai International are aware that other
airlines are taking advantage of this bickering. While our airlines are
fighting each other competiviver airlines are devoting their time to
increasing sales,” he said. Mr. Chaturachinda said that the two carriers
should get together and iron out the differences as he felt that the
government is “too weak” to come up with a concrete solution.

Pangsapa also warned that the fight between both airlines may provide
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the opportunity for other airlines to take advantage of the squabble. “I
would like to make an appeal that both airlines stop this advertisement
campaign attacking each other because it only destroys the public’s

faith in them and hurts the airlines’ image, said Mrs. Pangsapa.

Deputy Director Mr. Dharmnoon Prachuabmoh of the Tourist
Organization of Thailand (TOT) felt that a merge between the two
airlines is the best solution to en the conflict. The TOT’s Deputy Director
pointed out that if there cannot be a compromise, then the Thai
government should allow Air Siam to buy up the 30 per cent share
which SAS will sell back to THAI in 1977 because it is already the
Government’ s. policy to invite public investments in the state

enterprises.

President of the Pattaya Resort Association Mr. Vanchai Bulakul
suggested that a joint committee be set up between Air Siam, Thai
International and the government to settle the dispure.“We cannot let
the situation continue like this any longer. It's only loss and never gain.
If the government cannot come up with a concrete decision, then it
must allow keen competition on route,” said Mr. Vanchai.Tour Centre’s
Managing Director Mr. Varin Pulsirivongse, on the other hand, felt that
the dispute between both airlines is based on personal feuding between
the THAI and Air Siam executives. Mr. Varin suggested a possible
solution, “THAI should continue to concentrate on passenger services
while Air Siam should become an operator for fighter charters and

ASEANTTA delegates that the personal safety of tourists should also
be guaranteed and said that the establishment of a tourist police unit
in Thailand earlier this month was a step in the right
direction. Communication was also important to the region’s travel

industry and information passed on at entry and exit points should be
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intelligible and readily understood.However, some of the shortcomings
that plagued tourism in South East Asia were:

® One country taking advantage of another by publicising the others’
defects (for instance, if a tourist was robbed in one country the press
in other nations would pounce on this fact and give it unwarranted
publicity);

® The high degree of commercialism involved in selling a destination,
a tour or a souvenir; and

® The habit of those providing tourist services expecting too much in
the way of tips, despite the fact that in many instances such services
were already taxed in the form of a special service charge.

® Climate- ASEAN nations enjoyed climates that covered the entire
spectrum from hot to cold;

® The friendliness of the region’s people; and

® The “astonishingly” low cost of living within ASEAN. “In conclusion |
would like to say that tourists do not generally confine themselves to
any one country in the ASEAN region and, therefore, it is in our mutual
interest to join hands in promoting tourism on a regional basis rather
than on a country basis,” the ATTA president continued.

MANILA-Mrs. Yawalaksana Pangsapa, president of the Association of
Thai Travel Agents, hit out the undue publicity given by the media of
some ASEAN countries to events that show the tourist industry of
fellow ASEAN members in a bad light.

In an obvious reference to lurid reports of the rising crime rate in
Thailand where it has been suggested that tourists are no longer safe
in certain popular sectors of Bangkok and Pattaya-she said:“If a tourist
is robbed in one country, the Press of the other countries pounce on

this and give it unwarranted publicity.”"Mrs. Yawalaksana was speaking
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during a panel discussion on “The Consumer’'s Look at ASEAN as a
Destination”.

Among the other short coming that plague the tourist industry in this
region and that need immediate attention” she singled out “too high a
degree of commercialism in selling of a destination, a tour, a souvenir
etc.”

And “the habit of those providing tourist services of expecting too much
in the way of tips, despite the fact that in many instances such services
are already taxed with a special service charge.” She had earlier
identified three major tourist requirements as the standardisation of
travel regulations, a guarantee of personal safety and easily intelligible
communication processess at exit and entry points.

Mr. Art Panganiban, President of the Philippine Society of Travel
Agents, bemoaned the fact that of more than two million departures
from ASEAN countries each year, only a fraction of these travellers visit
other ASEAN countries.

“There is a huge potential market,” he said, “and we must tap it.”

His three- point recipe for inducing more intra-regional travel was 1)
fewer travel restrictions, 2) more promotional fares and 3) more and
better promotion.

Outlining some of the problems facing ASEANTTA in its efforts to
market the region as a whole, President Mr. Sri Budojo, who is also
president of the Association of Indonesian Tour and Travel Agencies,
said that attempts to compile an ASEAN price list had proved fruitless
because of the tremendous variations involved.

He said that Indonesia, for example, found it impossible to remove the

hotel tax for guests who pay in foreign currency since the hotels, with
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their high construction costs, would be unable to break even if that
happened.

Mr. Noah Wazir, speaking on behalf of the Malaysian Association of
Tours and Travel Agencies in place of president Mr. Fahmi Mubarak,
made the same poing, claiming that Malaysian hotels, with an

average room rate of between US$10-15, were “much cheaper” than

those in the Philippines or Indonesia.

Present at the meeting also were representatives of the Universal
Federation of Travel Association Agents, a very active travel organization
in Europe. They had a already visited many tourist spots in Thailand and
seen for themselves that this country has a very congenial human
environment and many attractive places tourists would want to visit. They

said they felt sure therefore Thailand has a good tourist future.

Also present at the meeting were five members of the Tourist
Organization of Thailand who are being posted to New York, Los
Angeles, London and Tokyo to promote tourism in these countries. Some
members of the new tourist police unit also participated in the meeting

and said they were happy to help promote tourism in the coutnry by
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providing security for tourists. According to Mrs. Yawalaksana, the new
Government is giving full support to the tourist industry. This augurs well
for the future of tourism in Thailand, she said, because in the past tourist
and future of tourism travel agencies had to do everything by themselves.

“THAI travel agencies are killing the goose that lays the
golden egg!” Tough words indeed from Mrs. Yawalaksana
Pangsapa lady whose gentle appearance belies her toughness.
Attractive and perennially well- groomed and gowned, Mrs.
Yawalaksana displayed the hardnosed business sense that has
brought her to the top of the agency field as the manager of

Metropole Travel.

LASHING out at the “fly-by-nighters” who see only an easy
dollar and a quick return, she had harsh words for the bucket
shop operators saying it was their fast buck technique that is
earning such a poor reputation for the rest of the agencies. “Their
whole operation is geared to the “get in quick, make a fast buck,
and get out” theory. “They care nothing for the industry or for the

future.”
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While most ATTA members maintained good standards she

said, they should learn to help each other and to protect their
future in the business by upgrading their standards and becoming
better than agencies in neighbouring countries. Admitting that
there is a great deal of jealousy among the members, and that
this was a rather short-sighted approach to the problem, she
emphasized the fact that rate-cutting was undesirable because it
led to a lowering of standards.
Metropole, she said, operated under the principle of pampering
the tourist and showing a certain amount of respect for them
rather than treating them as unwelcome intruders of dubious
character.

She went on to say that ATTA members, by virtue of their
numbers, quality of members, and ability to police themselves,
should be given greater consideration by the authorities. The
present restrictions on entry into the arrival area a great
inconvenience to agencies and their airport respresentatives.
Airport meeting is an important part of ground handling and the
process of having to apply for permits daily was both time-
consuming and demoralizing.

She felt that Airport authorities should give consideration to
removing this obstacle. The best way to build for the future was
to generate more business through the simple expedient of

facilitating services and improving the quality of the product.
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Commenting on the role of the present government in the
tourism industry, she said that although they had initiated a
number of changes, the time taken to implement these changes
was sometimes slow and that there is far to little propaganda
being put out. She also felt that the public should be made more
aware of the efforts of the Tourist organisation of Thailand (TOT)
via more coverage by the news media. On the subject of gift
shops Mrs. Yawalaksana revealed that she had personally
checked a number of gift shops around the city. Her findings:
prices too high, goods offered too uniform in design, quality poor
( particularly in wood carving and bronzeware). That although
there was some fine bronzeware being produced in Thailand very
little was being carried by the majority of stores. Result: dull,
uninteresting displays of lower grade gift items. The Thai Silk
industry, a major foreign exchange earner is not getting a fair
deal, she said. Gift shops prefer not to make a sale when
requested to ship Thai silk abroad in any quantities as Customs
clearance has to be obtained by the shop to export a roll of Thai
silk yardage. Generally, the tourist expected the gift shop to
obtain the necessary clearance, however, owners were not
prepared to spend the time to obtain the clearances, as their
profit on the purchase did not warrant it.

Turning to the subject of the TOT, Mrs. Yawalaksana that

she was encouraged by the fact that TOT was to be given further
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power and that elevating them to a State Enterprise was in fact
a step in the right direction. She felt, however, thate considerable

policing had to be done in order to make the regulations stick.

Regarding the Air Siam fiasco, Mrs. Yawalaksana felt that
our image abroad had been severely damaged and that the
airline had brought particular shame on the country as travellers
could no longer look on their airline tickets as assurance that they
would indeed travel or be allowed on board the scheduled flight.
She felt that the airline had been somewhat mismanaged from
the start and that it was unfortunate that the staff, who had
worked so hard to make a success of the operation, had now
been laid off. She expressed the hope that they would be
employed elsewhere in the industry. While agreeing that future

Commenting on the resolutions passed at the Srinagar meeting,
Mrs. Yawalaksana Pangsapa, the asociation’s president, said, “Any
legislation that would lead to higher standards in the industry would be
welcomed even if smaller agencies had to close down.”

However, she emphasised that ATTA wanted the opinions of the
smaller travel agencies to be presented to the committee. “ The
government should be prepared to listen to our membership so that
tourism will develop rather than take a step back,” she said.

She added that the introduction of harsh laws could mean the
end for smaller agencies that are already struggling. “This could have

a detrimental effect on the industry in the long run. By involving ATTA
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from the beginning, a workable set of laws could be worked out, fair to
all parties,” she concluded.

During the Srinagar meeting it was also announced that ATTA
committee members would meet Malaysian tourism officials this month
for a round-table discussion on the controversial Thai tour bus ban at
the border.

Scheduled for the Genting Highlands at the end of this month, ATTA
will push for a softening of the rules that have forced Thai tour buses

off the lucrative Kuala Lumpur-Hat Yai route.

ATTA committee members believe the meeting could bring to an
end a ban that has kept Thai tour buses off Malaysian road for over 12

months.

Concerned over falling hotel occupancy figures at Hat Yai ( Thailand’s
border town tourist resort), ATTA is out to push through asettlement on

the tour bus ban during the discussions.

Meetings will be the first constructive series of meetings where the
private sector meets Malaysia’s tourism officials to work out a
solution,” said an ATTA committee member.

Malaysia has maintained that in the past Thai tour buses ferried
Malaysians from point to point within the country.

ATTA, however believes that some controls can be worked out
to ensure that only genuine tourist are carried on the Thai tour buses.

This would then lead to an easing-up of the regulations

governing the entry of Thai buses into Malaysia.

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THAI travel agents have demanded active involvement in all decisions
that will concern the proposed revamping and upgrading of the Tourist
Organisation of Thailand.

At the same time they have urged the Thai government to go
ahead with the plan, which is currently under consideration by the
Cabinet, to give the TOT more power, more influence and a new name-
the National Tourist Authority of Thailand.

These were the most important developments to emerge from the
annual convention of the Association of Thailand Travel Agents, which
was held here last week.

At the main business session of the convention, discussion
immediately centred on a proposed new law being drafted in Thailand
concerning the future of the TOT.

Later, it was resolved that ATTA’s committee should submit a
proposal both to the TOT and the Thai government outlining the travel
agents’ viewpoint on planned changes in the constitution and role of
the TOT.

This proposal will call for ATTA to be consulted “at every step”
along the line of the decision making process concerning the new
tourism law.

In addition, Thai agents have requested that representatives from
the private sector of the travel industry be allowed to participate in the
drawing up to the new regulations.

Finally, ATTA’s proposal will urge the new TOT, or National
Tourist Authority, to provide more incentives for the private sector and

to increase co-operation within the industry as a whole.
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Some 100 delegates from Thailand, as well as local Indian
participants, attended the convention, which was the first ATTA had
ever staged outside Thailand.

In her opening address, ATTA president Mrs. Yawalaksana
Pangsapa said that the developing countries of the world, including
Thailand and India, were witnessing “a revolution of aspirations”

Their people were trying to accomplish in the space of a few
years what industrialised nations took centuries to achieve.

Travel and tourism, she added, were now recognised as a means
by which a quick and favourable impact could be made on the
economies of poorer countries.

The business were very shorts, lasting only about four-and-a-half
hours on the evening of the opening day.

BANGKOK - The Association of Thai Travel Agents wants a say

This was the main resolution passed at the association’s first “off-
shore” convention held in Srinagar, Kashmir, earlier in the month.
During a short but heated debate, leading agency representatives

voiced their opposition to any legislation created with the association.
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“Unacceptable controls would simply stunt the industry’s growth,”
they maintained.

It was learned that the government, along with Tourist
Organization of Thailand officials, has already formed a committee to
study the implement of stricter controls.

If the committee’ s recommendations are approved as law,
agencies could find life more difficult.

Already the TOT has hinted that such legislation could spell the
end for smaller agencies that have got by on taking short cuts.

The proposed law demands that agencies register with the TOT
and follow a strict code of business practice aimed at irradicating
unethical activities.

Srinagar, representatives of the smaller agencies pressed for
association action to safeguard their interests.

Although established agencies said any move to bring
professionalism to the industry would be welcomed, they agreed that
ATTA should be kept “in the picture.”

The meeting adopted a three- point resolution which has been
forwarded to the government in an official ATTA letter. The points are:

® The government should keep the association posted on all
developments, especially those concerning controls on agencies. ®
ATTA members or those with a background in travel industry affairs
should be invited to join the committee that is presently mapping out
the new laws.
